Cross-pollination by a different pear tree is required for d’Anjou to set fruit, recommend Bartlett Pear trees and plant nearby The skin will be light green in color and develop a yellow blush around September when it is ripe. This is a winter Pear, when ripe it will be sweet right off the tree, if not ready it will be grainy and tart.
